 Large Envelope with Farm Name, Exhibitor Name, Cell Phone Number, Hotel – With the following 
o A copy of your entry form 
o Front and back copies of original International Boer Goat Association Inc. registration 

papers for each goat  
o A copy of the Health Certificate 

 At the Show Facility after passing through the Kentucky Department of Agriculture Animal Health 
Officers – bring your envelop to the check-in booth, unload your animals, and you are done. The 
National Show Committee will work on entering your animals and then bring you your envelope
